Abe Administrations Aid Diplomacy to the Philippines: Policy Path and Evaluation

Abstract: At present the Philippines is one main recipient of Japans ODA and for the Philippines Ja—
pan is the largest ODA provider. Except yen loans and technical cooperation gratis financial assistance is
also an important aid modality and its proportion has increased in recent years. During Japanese Prime
Minister Shinzo Abe% visit to the Philippines in early 2017 he pledged to provide a large — scale assis—
tance project totally about 1 trillion yen supported by both of the government and the private sectors over
the next five years. In October of the same year the two sides issued a common document on the concrete
implementation of the assistance plan. Japan hopes that the frequent interaction between the two countries
“top diplomacy and large — scale economic assistance will become the basis for the stability of political and
economic relations between Japan and the Philippines and also provide geopolitical support for Abe’s cur—
rent government to promote the " Free and Open Indo — Pacific " strategy. However the fragile economy
base and political variables of the Philippines and the intensification of regional contradictions pose chal-
lenges to Japans aid diplomacy.
