The Discourse System of Past—World War II Historical Research on the
Okinawa(Ryukyu) Issue

For a long time, the Japanese academic community has created discourse in the field of
Ryukyuan history research, including “dual subordination to Japan and Qing China,”
“disposition of Ryukyu,” and “Okinawa reversion agreement,” to legitimize its
aggression and colonial activities in Ryukyu. The research by the Yamato School
presents a combination of diversity and colonial discourse, integrating Ryukyuan
history into the framework of Japanese history. After World War II, the United States
occupied and ruled the Ryukyu Islands for a long time, and still has troops stationed
here to this day. American scholars have also developed a discourse system of Okinawa
(Ryukyu) issue that serves American interests. Few American scholars have pointed
out that the occupation and rule of the United States in Ryukyu caused issues of:
Ryukyuan ethnic identity and independence consciousness. The research on the
Ryukyu issue in the Chinese academic community has achieved certain results, such
as China’s sovereignty over the Diaoyu Islands, the importance of US military base in
Okinawa, and the illegality of the San Francisco Peace Treaty. The pioneering work of
the “Chinese Ryukyu Studies” led by scholars from the Chinese Academy of Social
Sciences, Peking University, and other institutions is worthy of recognition. However,
from the perspective of disciplinary system, academic system, and discourse system
construction, there are still some shortcomings in the research on the Ryukyu issue in
China’ s academic community. The discourse differences between Chinese, Japanese
and American academia regarding Ryukyu studies are essentially a complex
interweaving of historical memory, cultural identity, and geopolitical interests, as well
as a game of discourse power. Therefore, it is of great academic significance to
reconstruct the discourse system of Ryukyu studies, break through the limitations of a
single perspective, and use multidisciplinary methods and a global historical
perspective to comprehensively promote the study of Ryukyu issues and develop
research with Chinese characteristics.
